+ Describe how this presentation could be applicable to
other NSHE institutions and/or community agencies.
+ Include the goals of the session, takeaways for leaders
and relevant methodologies to be used in the session.
+ All presentations must have an interactive element to
engage conference participants.
+ Remember to include time for audience Q&A.
+ If there is more than one presenter, explain what each

presenter’s role will be.
